e A DOE/Community review of future public access to areas of the site that will not
be restricted within the Central Plateau.

o Provide some DOE funding to support the preparation of regional plans that will
lead to sustainable energy developments on the Hanford Site, and thereby
benefit DOE.

o For the preparation of detailed business plans to implement steps to he
taken in: 1 year; 3 years; 5 years and beyond.

Thank you for your letter of March 17, 2010, expressing strong support for using portions of the
Hanford Sité for energy development projects, and for the work you have done to date to make
the “energy park” concept a reality. We have always been impressed by the innovative ideas,
and forward-thinking of Tri-Cities area leadership. '

The Department of Energy (DOE) remains committed to making land available for projects and
initiatives that are consistent with existing land-use designations and supported by the
communities in which our sites reside. Whether that happens through long-term leases or
through actual transfer of land should be decided on a site-by-site basis, because each site has
unique circumstances relating to how the land was acquired, what other obligations exist, and
safety considerations based on ongoing cleanup work (e.g., Waste Treatment Plant operations).
No one solution or approach will fit every community and state.
Mr. Dave Brockman, Manager, DOE Richland Operations Office (RL), has been working with
you to understand your interests and goals. We strongly support your call for increased dialogue
on this subject, so that RL can fully explain the drivers, guiding documents, considerations, and
processes on the DOE side; and the parties interested in this issue can dialogue with us and with
each other about the vision for the future.

National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2011 (Placed on Calendar Senate - PCS)
SEC. 3131. DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY PARKS PROGRAM

(a) In General- The Secretary of Energy may establish a program to permut the establishment of energy parks on
defense nuclear facilities.

(b) Objectives- The objectives for establishing energy parks pursuant to subsection (a) are the following:

(1) To provide locations to carry out a broad range of projects relating to the development and
deployment of energy technologies and related advanced manufacturing technologies.

(2) To provide locations for the implementation of pilot programs and demonstration projects for new
and developing energy technologies and related advanced manufacturing technologies.

(3) To set a national example for the development and deployment of energy technologies and related
advanced manufacturing technologies in a manner that will promote energy securnity. energy sector
emplovment. and energy independence.

(4) To create a business environment that encourages collaboration and interaction between the public
and private sectors. '

(¢) Consultation- In establishing an energy park pursuant to subsection (a). the Secretary shall consult with--
(1) the local government with jurisdiction over the land on which the energy park will be located:
(2) the local governments of adjacent areas: and

(3) any community reuse organization recognized by the Secretary at the former defense nuclear
facility on which the energy park will be located.

(d) No Adverse Impacts — The Secretary shall not permit the development of an energy park on a defense
nuclear facility that will adversely impact national secunty activities and missions at such defense nuclear
facility.

(¢)  Report Required- Not later than 120 days after the date of the enactment of this Act. the Seeretary shall
submit to the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services of the House
of Representatives a report on the implementation of the program under subsection (a). The report shall include
such recommendations for additional legislative actions as the Secretary considers appropriate to facilitate the
development of energy parks on former defense nuclear facilities.

(¢) Defense Nuclear Facility Defined- In this section. the term “defense nuclear facility’ has the meaning given
the term 'Department of Energy defense nuclear facility’ in section 318 of the Atomic Energy Act of 1954 (42
U.S.C. 2286g).

Report Language:
Energy Parks Program (sec. 3131)

The committee recommends a provision that would authorize the Secretary of Energy to establish energy parks
at former defense nuclear facilities of the Department of Energy. Former defense nuclear facilities could
provide opportunities to demonstrate and otherwise support new energy technologies bemg developed and
demonstrated by the DOE non-defense program elements and industry. The provision would direct the
Secretary to report to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and the House of Representatives on the
implementation of this authority should the Secretary decide to pursue the energy parks concept at former
defense facilities. The Secretary should also nclude in the report any recommendations for legislation that
might be needed to implement energy parks.

National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2011 (Reported in House)

SEC. 3112. ENERGY P4RKS INITIATIVE

(a) In General- Subritle B of title XLVIII of the Atomic Energy Defense Act (division D of Public Law
107-314; 50 U.S.C. 2501 et seq.) is amended by adding at the end the following:

SEC. 4815. ENERGY PARKS INITIATIVE,

(a) In General- The Secretary of Energy may facilitate the development of energy parks described in
subsecrion (b) on defense nuclear facility reuse property through the use of collaborative parmerships
wirh State and local governments, the private sector, and community reuse organizations approved by
the Secrerary.
(b) Energy Parks- An energy park described in this subsection is a facilin (or group of faciliries)
developed for the purpose of--
(1) promoting energy security, environmental sustainabiliny, economic competitiveness, and
energy sector jobs; and
(2) encouraging pilot programs, demonstration projects, or commercial projects, at or near
such faciliry, with respect to energy generation, energy efficiency. and advanced manufacruring

rechnologies that will conmibute to a stabilization of atmospheric greenhouse gas
concentrations through the reduction, avoidance, or sequestration of energy-related emissions.

(c) Infrasmructure- In facilitating the development of an energy park under this secrion, the Secretary shall--

(1) use existing infrastructure, facilities, workforces, and other assets in the vicinity of the energy
park; and
2) ensure that such energy park does not interfere with the Secretary's other responsibilities at
any defense nuclear faciliry.
(d) Report- Not later than December 31, 2011, the Secretary shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services
and the Committee on Energy and Commerce of the House of Representatives and the Committee on Armed
Services and the Commitree on Energy and Natural Resources of the Senate a report on steps taken ro facilitare
the development of energy parks under this section.
(e) Definitions- In this section:
" (1) The rerin defense nuclear facility' has the meaning given the rerm "Deparmment of Energy defense
nuclear facilin' in section 318 of the Atomic Energy Act of 1954 (42 U.S.C. 2286g).
(2) The term defense nuclear faciliny reuse propertny’ means propern thar--
(4) is located at a defense nuclear facilinv; and
(B) the Secretary of Energy deterniines--
(i) has been adequately remediated by the Secretary or was not in need of remediation;
and
(i) is ready for use as an energy park..
(b) Clerical Amendment- The table of contents in section 4001(b) of such Act (division D of Public Law 107-
314) is amended by inserting after the irem relating to section 4814 the following new item:

Sec. 4815. Energy parks ininiarive.
